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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
AFTER SCHOOL WORKSHOPS

How much does the program cost?

The program costs $30 per student per workshop. Payment must be made in full prior to the first week in order to reserve the student’s placement in the program. 

What if my student can’t attend all the sessions?

The program is priced as a package. Full payment must be made prior the start of the workshop regardless of student’s attendance and/or obligations. If your student cannot attend all three sessions, check back about future workshops.

How many instructors are at the program each week?

There are four instructors for each workshop.

What happens during inclement weather?

The workshops will follow the Baltimore City Public School schedule for openings/closings due to inclement weather. In the case of inclement weather, refunds will not be provided, but payments can be used for future workshops or you can consider the missed week a donation to the museum. 

How will my student get to and from the program?

It is the parent or guardian’s responsibility to provide transportation for the student. We definitely encourage car-pooling with other parents. Students can be dropped off in the JRVC 2nd floor classroom at 4pm on the day of their workshop. From 3-4pm the classroom will be available for students to use as a study hall. Instructors will be available to assist with homework from 3 to 4pm and all workshop activities will start promptly at 4pm. If you drop your student off at the museum between 3-4pm please make sure they have some homework to do, a book to read or sketchbook to draw in. Students will not be able to take part in art activities or projects during this time to allow students working on homework time to focus. Students need to be picked up at promptly 6pm, as this is when the museum closes. Please do your best to be on time.
